How do you think Mary felt after Simeon gave her a prophecy about Jesus? 

What was significant about the words that Simeon said, "“a light for revelation 
to the Gentiles, and the glory of your people Israel.” ? 

How was Anna's reaction to Jesus different to Simeon's reaction? 

What can we learn about Simeon and Anna's relationship to God from this 
passage?  

 

Works What can you do over the next few weeks to connect with God every day to 
build up your faith? 

How are you going to learn to recognise the voice of the Holy Spirit? 

How is God asking you to be part of his plans?
